New Normal Un-Normal 

 

In the days after the Resurrection, our traditional narrative is that the disciples of Jesus are consumed by joy. 

But the real narrative is more complicated. Their ñnew normalò was really un-normal... 

 

Image; your leader was killed by a murderous mob, and one of your own betrayed Him. Yes, Jesus is risen, but 

you still feel you must hide to survive... 

 

Jesus then appears to two of your friends, walking home from Jerusalem on the road to Emmaus, teaching them 

to understand the bigger story of redemption and the truth about who He is, because you are all still disoriented 

and confused... 

 

Jesus then suddenly appears in a meeting room, though the doors are locked. He shows you His wounds, and 

you are exploding with shock and joy all over againé 

 

Then he performs more miracles, and He gives you His peace and the gift of the Spirit by breathing on youé 

 

He meets with you and a handful of the other disciples on the beach, tells you to fish on the other side of the 

boat; eats a meal, and makes Peter the new leader of your group and for the Churché 

 

Like the disciples, we are living through a transitioning space of disorientation, shock, confusion, and fear. And 

threaded through it all, we are surprised by joy. Two plus years of pandemic and division and war have shaken 

the ground under our feet. Our natural inclination is to hang onto what we knowðthe ñold norm.ò But the old 

norm is a vapor, unreachable, unachievable, unobtainable, impossibleðlife in the un-normal is all about 

seeking and finding where Jesus is leading, no matter where it takes us. We need to be looking to places where 

Jesus is showing up in the new un-normal... 

 

Where is God leading and guiding the Church through the work of the Holy Spirit?  

What does the other side of the boat look like for the Church? 

What is God calling you to do?
